SELECTION: The selection process is a simple procedure:

1. Applications will be reviewed to determine if applicants meet minimum requirements

2. 500 Word Essay will be evaluated (please list sources or works cited) 
3. Qualifying applicants must undergo an interview either in person or via teleconference conducted by a committee of BDPA members within two - four weeks of the application deadline
Beyond the minimum guidelines, students who apply must meet objective criteria successfully.  The objective criteria include scholarship, leadership and service guidelines, this application, a 500 word essay and an interview, either in person or via teleconference.
